In consideration of others, and so as not to render the recording of the 
session unusable, please sit near an exit so you may slip out quietly if your baby becomes noisy.  
Children are allowed to attend workshops and panel sessions. We ask that you consider the needs of others and 
immediately remove a crying or disrupting child from a workshop or panel session.  
During the workshop sessions some children’s activities will be run. Some activities may cost which attending children will 
need to pay to the person running the activity before the session begins. Children attending children’s activities need to 
be accompanied by someone to supervise and help them.

Arrive early to 
allow time to confirm or change which workshops you want to attend on the workshop sheets at the reception/registration 
desk.  
Many of the exhibitors in the Curriculum Fair are giving workshops. Use the workshop time and panel session to ask 
general questions about different approaches to homeschooling. Ask questions relating to specific curriculum materials or 
books at the stall. Ask questions of a general homeschooling nature at the afternoon FAQ panel session, or write your 
question on the white board and it will be discussed. Exhibitors will be very busy and appreciate that your questions will 
be focussed on what they have to offer, rather than general how-to homeschool or counselling inquiries. There will be an 
information person roaming the Curriculum Fair (or stationed at the Homeschool Library Desk) you can approach for help 
with this type of information.
